Located in northwestern Milan, easily 
accessible from both Malpensa and 
Linate airports, Cornaredo is very close 
to the city — a perfect starting point 
for an Italian holiday!

It boasts a strong and passionate 
community of players from Milan, all of 
Northern Italy, and even from our 
friends in Switzerland.

The venue offers large indoor spaces, 
ideal for hosting major tournaments, 
with proven experience in organizing 
wargaming conventions.

where and when
• The weekend is August 7th–9th.
• Cornaredo is a small, green countryside 

town just outside Milan — offering the 
advantages of a major city without the 
downsides: no traffic jams, no overcrowded 
parking, no overpriced hotels or 
restaurants.

• Strategically located between two major 
highways — the A4 (Turin–Venice) and the 
A9 (Como–Rome) — Cornaredo is just 20 
minutes by car from Milan Malpensa 
International Airport (MXP). It’s also 
connected via public transport to both 
downtown Milan and Linate Airport, the 
city’s secondary airport.

• The town features several three- and 
four-star hotels, along with a wide 
selection of affordable bed & breakfasts.
The brand-new Living Hotel (3 stars) is 
literally right across the street from the 
venue.

• We can also organize social dinners on 
Friday and Saturday at the local pub 
inside the Sports Center, for a very 
reasonable cost (under €30 per person, 
per evening).

why milan / cornaredo

Cornaredo is already the home of 
Wargaming in Milan

We have been hosting the ICT 
(International Team Challenge) for 
ancient/medieval wargames (DBMM) 
since 2019, with up to 64 players in 
16 teams of 4.

We have also organized the Italian 
Nationals for Flames of War here in 
both 2023 and 2024, as well as the 
Team Yankee Team Challenge in 2022.



       Very convenient flights from
all Europe (and beyond!)
These are the prices from some  locations in Europe, taken from 
Googleflight on June 24th, for the first weekend of August (July 31st – 
August 4th ).

As you can) see, the costs are very interesting from everywhere in Europe 
and also from the States. If players will book the flight 3 or 4 months in 
advance, it should be even more convenient.

From MXP malpensa to Cadorna 
Station: Train Malpensa Express,  20 
euro round trip:  45 minutes

From Cadorna Station to Molino Dorino, 
Underground direct route  (no change  
need), 2,40 euro:  17 minutes

From Molino Dorino MM1 Underground Station 
to Cornaredo, 10 minutes by Cab (20 euro). We 
will organize pick ups
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Directly from Linate Airport, players 
can get the MM4 Underground to San 
Babila, and then get the MM1 to Molino 
Dorino. 2,40 euro, 50 minutes

From Molino Dorino MM1 Underground 
Station to Cornaredo, 10 minutes by Cab (20 
euro). We will organize pick ups

easy to get from the airports

If you travel with friends, you can 
share a cab, usually 120 from 
Malpensa and 70 euro from Linate. 

Living Hotel, the hotel in front of the 
location, offers a shuttle service (you 
need to book it in advance) from 
Malpensa for 80 euros per 2 persons, 
100 per 2-6 passanfers



These are the costs for one night in a double room, checked on July 24th 
for Friday, August 1st, 2025.

As you can see, the very close Living Hotel costs €107 per night, the 
four-star Le Favaglie is €117 per night, but there are also plenty of 
options in smaller, family-run B&Bs for under €80. 

Again, if players book in advance and for longer stays, prices should be 
even lower.

the location
• The Sandro Pertini Sports Center is a top-tier, state-of-the-art 

facility. It regularly hosts international events and tournaments, 
including world-class competitions as Soccer Yes Cup,  WBFC fighting 
tournaments, Tennis challenges up to second category level

• The venue is fully equipped to accommodate 200+ people 
comfortably.

• Bonus features:
• Bring your camper or motorhome: Free parking inside the Sports 

Center for the entire duration of the ETC.
• Play and swim: Enjoy a full day of gaming, then relax with a swim in 

the on-site pool!



    

inside the location
• For ETC 2026, we will use the largest facility within the 

Sports Center: a sports hall of approximately 700 square 
meters.

• The structure is permanent and fully enclosed—not a 
temporary inflatable dome.

• It’s directly in front of the Sport Center Pub (a lot of beers!)
• It has a 300 car parking just outside the entrance, also with 

e-recharger



• While no sports center in Italy has full air conditioning, we have an 
effective solution in place.

• We will install air coolers that can reduce indoor temperatures by up 
to 10°C.

• In early August, average outdoor temperatures are around 35°C, so we 
expect to maintain an indoor temperature of around 26–28°C.

• We’ll also use large industrial fans to ensure proper airflow and 
comfort throughout the venue.
